












Libretto Ib Michael 
Ib Michael is a celebrated and awarded Danish 
writer and poet, whose works have been 
translated into several languages. He has 
travelled the world almost unceasingly, and 
so the mind of travelling plays an important 
role in his authorship. Ib Michael gives on the 
images of distant landscapes and people from 
other cultures, using a strongly expressionist, 
colourful and very personal style of language. 
His works include novels, travel documents, 
poems, a children’s book, radio plays and 
-broadcasting.  

Set design Maja Ravn 
As a set designer, Maja Ravn has worked with 
a great number of theatres in Denmark and 
Sweden. Her visual expression is unusually 
vibrant and expressive, characterised by 
playful fancies and experimental expression. 
She gives classical dramas new life, and 
present-day works artistic identity. She sets 
space in motion, challenges our senses and 
the traditional conception of drama. She 
was awarded the Reumert 2008, the most 
important theatre prize in Denmark. For Hotel 
Pro Forma she has created scenography for 
several performances, including Operation : 
Orfeo, Chinese Compass and I only appear to 
be dead.

Light design Jesper Kongshaug
Jesper Kongshaug is recognized as Denmark’s 
most radical and innovative light designer. Being 
very skilful and open-minded he is able to work 
with the most established theatres as well as 
the most experimental theatre companies 
like Hotel Pro Forma. Besides theatre light 
he creates light for buildings and architectural 
projects. He is the winner of the Nordic Light 
Award 2008 for his work on the Royal Danish 
Playhouse. His productions with Hotel Pro 
Forma have among others included RELIEF 
(2008), OPERATION : ORFEO (2007, 1993) and 
I ONLY APPEAR TO BE DEAD (2004).

Production Hotel Pro Forma 
Hotel Pro Forma is an international laboratory 
of performance and installations. Perception, 
perspective and themes from the world are 
blended into a conceptual, visual and musical 
art form. Each work is developed through an 
almost natural-science approach to study and 
research, and subject matter is often taken 
from this world-view. The artistic process is 
exploratory and transdisciplinary. 
The structure of the work is strongly anchored 
in music, visual arts and architecture and does 
not follow traditional theatrical structures such 
as story, text, plot or dramaturgy. Instead the 
work presents visual and musical universes 
that investigate universal subjects such as 
evolution, world cultures, perspective and 
gravity. 
The audience is presented with themes and 
subjects in new contexts, and experimental 
technology in audio-visuals, light and sound 
is often developed for each work, so that the 
subject matter is seen, heard and experienced 
anew. 
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
